ning; The issue was raised in Par-
liament when BJP members
criticised the government for the
fiasco. The test, which was sup-
posed to be taken by 2.41lakh stu-
dents, was conducted by an Amer-
ican firm Prometric in a stag-
gered manner over 11days. How-
ever, all candidates failed to ap-
pear in the test due to the virus
attack.
